
Brief synopsis of the comedy feature film, Molly’s Girl  
 
Molly’s Girl is a story about two young women, Molly and Mercedes.  Molly is a 
heterosexual emotional train wreck.  Mercedes is a lesbian whose ferocious activist work 
as an advocate for gay marriage gets in the way of her personal relationships and hides 
her own private shame for who she is, though she can’t see that.  When they first meet 
one night in a bar, their self-pitying drunkenness leads to a regrettable awkward one-night 
stand. Needy Molly becomes convinced she’s now a lesbian and in love, and Mercedes is 
horrified to find herself unable to shake herself free from the annoying Molly.  But when 
Mercedes learns that Molly’s father is an influential state senator opposed to gay 
marriage, she can’t resist the opportunity to follow Molly home and pretend to be 
‘Molly’s girl’ to drive a stake into the senator’s heart and ultra-conservative politics.  It is 
there in Molly’s seemingly perfect yet dysfunctional home that Mercedes comes to see 
herself in Molly’s insecurity and learns to accept who she is. This film is a comedy, but 
also a statement on celebrating our uniqueness.  You should never have to ask 
forgiveness for being who you are.
